Indoor Cricket Nets/Games for Girls and boys aged 5 to 19 years of Age. Last year it was
over subscribed and almost 100 took part. Late entrants did not get in. Nets start on
Friday 8th and Saturday 9th January, 2010.

The January 2010 nets follow another successful year for the club. ICCA teams at all age
levels have performed very well in both the winter indoor and outdoor summer leagues.
Additionally, special group and one to one coaching sessions were expanded with the
edition of two bowling machines. Some of our players were selected to play in the county
and the city structure. Due to persistent demand from the players, ICCA cricket this year
introduced specially designed and branded cricket clothing and safety kits which players
are wearing in all types of situations, from matches to practice etc.

13 weekly sessions have been booked from 8th January,2010 onwards with 3 nets on Fridays
between 6:30 to 8:30p.m and a further 2 nets on Saturdays between 5:00 to 6:00p.m at
Nottingham Community Sports Ltd (NCSL) the old JB Sports Centre, Unit B1, Bar Lane
Industrial Park, Bar Lane, Basford. Depending on numbers it is envisaged that the Friday
sessions are mainly for youths over 10 years of age and the Saturday sessions are mainly for
youths under 10 years of age. Due to certain circumstances there may be a small degree of
interchange.

Directions. Proceed to the T-junction at the end of Bar Lane; Turn right on to Alpine Street, then
immediately right on to Whitemore Avenue. The side gates are almost immediately on the right
hand side.Inside the sports stadium there is a Large Café Area and a Bar with big screen
Satellite TV.

Playing equipment. Bats, leg guards, gloves, helmets, boxes, balls will be provided.

Fees. To make things run smoothly with steady numbers each week, we are charging a one off
fee to be paid at time of booking for all the 13 one hour sessions of £35 for the first child, £30 for
the second child and £25 for each child thereafter in the immediate family. For non-members of
ICCA there is a flat fee of £45 per person. Applicants should endeavour to become members
of the Indian Community Centre as they are providing this service. To avoid disappointment,
hurry up and book your places by handing cash or cheques (payable to ICCA) together with a
completed form to the following persons or ICCA centre.
